SUMMARY OF ARGUMENT

The rules of U.S. Figure Skating clearly and unequivocally require its members to abide
by the rules of the International Skating Union (“TISU™). Respondents’ actions in forming the
World Skating Federation (“WSF™) constitute clear violations of those rules. It is also clear that
U.S. Figure Skating must be a member of the ISU in order to be recognized and serve as the
national governing body for the sport of figure skating in the United States. During
Respondents’ counsel’s opening statement, he asked rhetorically what more could Respondents
have done to protect U.S. Figure Skating? (TR 23:7-12) The answer to that question is simple.
Once Respondents began to take formal steps to create an organization whose stated purpose is
to overthrow the ISU, they should have resigned their membership in U.S, Figure Skating. Had
Bespondents done so, their conduct would not have been a violation of any USFSA nule.
Instead, Respondents chose to remain members and keep their positions of power and authority
in U.S. Figure Skating while they secretly went about forming the WSF in direct contravention
of the rules of U.S. Figure Skating. One cannot simultanecusly be a member of U.S. Figure
Skating, which requires its members to follow the rules of the IS0, and at the same time be a
founder, officer and active participant in an organization whose mission is to overthrow the ISU.
To do so not only violated U.S. Figure Skating rules, but also the duties Respondents owed to
U.S. Figure Skating.

STATEMENT OF FACTS
The facts upon which U.S. Figure Skating initiated this disciplinary proceeding against

Respondents are uncontested. U.S. Figure Skating is 2 member federation of the ISU, the only
